As a result, the first United States

general issue postage stamps were prepared
under authorization of the Congressional
Act of March 3, 1847, At first, Postmaster
General Johnson asked the bank note
engraving firm of Rawdon, Wright, Hatch &
Edson to use a portrait of General Andrew
Jackson on the five-cent stamp, with George
Washington on the ten-cent denomination.
These essays (trial designs for the proposed
postage stamp) show, however, Jackson was
replaced by Benjamin Franklin, the first
Postmaster General appointed under the
Continental Congress. Both stamps became
valid for used on July 1, 1847,

Pony Express Mail, 1860

Pony Express service between St. Joseph,
Missouri. and San Francisco operated from
April 3, 1860 until October 26. 1861, when
the transcontinental telegraph line was
completed. Letters and newspapers were
initially charged $5 per half ounce. This was

later reduced to $2 in April, and subsequently

to $1 in July.

This outstanding cover, carried by

the Pony Express, bears a $2 Wells Fargo

& Co. stamp on a 10-cent U.S. embossed
stamped envelope imprinted with a patriotic
illustration depicting a flag and cannon. The
“Running Pony™ marking was applied at the
express company's office in San Francisco
on June 12, 1861, and the green circular
postmark was applied on arrival at the St.
Joseph Post Office on June 24. There it was

deposited in the United States mails for
transportation and delivery to the New York
addressee.

“Inverted Jenny” 24¢ Airmail
Stamp, 1918

Tha most famous U.S. stamp printing error
occurred at the Bureau of Engraving &
Printing, in Washington, D.C. the week of
May 6-13, 1918. One sheet of 100 stamps
had an upside-down image of a blue airplane
and escaped detection, The bi-plane pictured
in the design is the famous JN-4H, or
“Jenny.” modified by the substitution of

a mail compartment in place of the front
cockpit.

William T. Robey, a stamp collector, bought
the only “inverted Jenny™ sheet over the
counter at a Washington post office for $24.
He quickly resold the sheet to a stamp dealer.
In the autumn of 2005. a plate block of the
“inverted Jenny™ sold for nearly three million
dollars, This example is position 70 from the

‘The Postage Stamp Collection of the United
States of America is housed in Washington,
D.C., at the National Postal Museum, one
of eighteen museums of the Smithsonian
Institution. The National Postal Museum

is devoted to presenting the colorful and
engaging history of the nation’s mail
service and showcasing the largest and
most comprehensive collection of stamps
and philatelic material in the world. Its five
exhibition galleries present America’s postal
history from Colonial times to the present,
while its collections contain prestigious
U.S. and international postal issues and
specialized collections, archival postal
documents and 3-D objects.

The museum is located at 2 Massachusetts
Avenue NE, just blocks from the Capitol
Building and next to Union Station, a
landmark train station. The museum exhibits
and public programming on philately and
postal history attract approximately 500,000
visitors a year and the museum websites
attract millions of visitors each year,
Admission is free and the museum is open
from every day of the year, except Dec, 25.

The National Philatelic Collection contains
nearly six million postage stamps, pieces

of mail, and related ephemera from all over
the world. From its beginning in 1886, the
collection has grown to be the second largest
in the Smithsonian Institution. The National
Philatelic Collection celebrates its 125th
anniversary in 2011, making it the oldest
intact national stamp collection in the world.
William H. Gross, the founder of PIMCO and
a stamp collector, has donated $8 million to
the National Postal Museum to create a new
12,000-square-foot gallery that will be named
in his honor. The new gallery, which will give

the museum public space at the street level, is
expected to open in 2012,

the year. A branch of the Smithsonian
Institution Libraries, it is one of the world’s
largest postal history and philatelic research
facilities, with more than 40,000 books,
journals, catalogues, and archival documents.

General Issue of Postage Stamps, 1847

Once the postal rate reform of 1845 was in
effect, the need for a governmental general
issue of postage stamps became apparent.
Patrons and postal officials alike recognized
the need for the U.S. Government to issue
stamps that could be used throughout the
country.
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as $20 an item, a member can receive a
guaranteed opinion on the genuineness

of their stamp or cover. This Society
service has been a forerunner in the use of
technological equipment employing the use
of a Crimescope and other scientific analysis
to assist personal expert evaluation.

The Society sponsors two major shows that
travel around the United States. The summer
event is as large as many international shows
with a bourse of 150 dealers, 15,000 pages
of exhibits, a public auction, one or more
first day ceremonies, participation of about
50 national philatelic organizations, a youth
area, and over 150 meetings and seminars
over a four day period.

The Society offers educational programming
in its 45,000 square feet of space at the
American Philatelic Center as well as shows
around the country and over the Internet. Its
flagship educational offering is a week long
event at which about 70 students choose
among several major courses which are
supplemented by electives and social events.
The Education Department also works

with teachers to develop lesson plans to
incorporate stamps in school

classrooms.

The APS AlliStar Stamp Club Program
supports school based youth clubs.
Individual youth may join the internet-based
Young Stamp Collectors of America. The
Young Philatelic Leader Fellowship program

helps develop youth into tomorrow’s hobby
leaders.

and the APS provides other services for the
organizations including over 100 audiovisual
programs that may be used for local meeting.

Founded in 1886 the American Philatelic
‘Society is a nonprofit association for stamp
collectors which seek to promote the hobby
and serve its members. The 35.000 member
organization is run by a full-time staff of 34
from Bellefonte, Pennsylvania and guided by
a volunteer Board of Directors elected by the
members,

Annual dues of $45 per year (for U.S.
residents) generate about 35% of the
Society’s annual $4.5 million budget. Nearly
60% of the budget comes from service
related fees, and the remaining balance from
donations.

The largest share of the dues is used to
produce The American Philatelist, the full-
color one hundred page monthly magazine
sent to all members. It includes a mix of
articles written by members, information on
U.S. new issues; hobby-related websites:
Society news, and a calendar of stamp shows
and exhibitions.

Member dues also support the American
Philatelic Research Library, the largest public
philatelic library in the United States, with
more than two miles of books, catalogues,
auction listings, journals, dealer price

lists, indexes, research papers of famous

collectors, and other materials. The materials
in the library are supplemented by the
Society’s Reference Collection of genuine
and fake postage stamps.

The Society’s circuit and Internet sales
divisions are used by the membership to buy
and sell stamps. An inventory of $8 million,
primarily of stamps selling for less than $10
is available through the mail. More than
300,000 additional items are available for
viewing and purchase through the Society’s
www.stampstore.org website.

The insurance program which allows for
purchase of $8,500 coverage for only $25

per year is also popular. Unlike most riders
to home owner's policies, the standard
Society insurance includes no deductible and
requires no appraisal or inventory (except for
individual items valued at $25,000 or more).

More than 6,000 items are submitted for
authentication to the Society’s Expertizing
service each year. For as little as $20 an
item, a member can receive a guaranteed
opinion on the genuineness of their stamp
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including complex images that can be regarded as significant contributions to the literature.
Many contain material of value to researchers, and these have been scanned. converted to a
searchable pdf format, and uploaded to the RPSL Catalogue and will be freely available for 12
months after the meeting at which they were presented.

The Archivealsoincludes many documentsrelating to the Society s history, the history of philately in
the UnitedKingdomandelsewhere, the PhilatelicCongress of Great Britain, the Roll of Distinguished
Philatelists and other material. Presentations, handouts and other papers are held together with
photographicrecordsbothhistoricandcurrent,butoneofthe Crownjewelsisthe Perkins BaconArchive.

Perkins, Bacon & Co was a printer of bank notes and postage stamps. most notably the
Penny Black. the world’s first postage stamp in 1840. The Company Archive at the Royal
dates from 1935 when the company closed and its assets disposed of. In 1936 we acquired
much of them for £1,000: the total of the acquisition ran to some two hundred volumes
with approximately 95,000 pages. Unfortunately most of the archive is handwritten,
which means that it cannot be captured by automatic Optical Character Recognition.

The Archive includes the following separate types of records: Delivery Books: Engraving
Books: Financial Printing: Hardening Books; Invoice Books; Ledgers; Letter Books; Letter
Book Drafts; Postage Stamp Books; Printing Account Books: Printing Journals; and Printing
Warrants. Each of these is split into a series of chronological volumes covering. typically, a
hundred year period from 1835. Everything from the warrant ordering the printing of the Penny
Black onwards through the stamps of the British Empire and Latin America to 1935 is included.

We now have funding to scan all of the records to 1846 and have commissioned the design
and build of a web-based data capture mechanism that will allow volunteers to view the
scanned images. transcribe the texts from any Internet connected PC in the world, and the
Society will prepare the resulting transcription for online publication, overseen by its archivist
Francis Kiddle RDP Hon. FRPSL. By the end of 2011 Society members anywhere will be
able to participate in bringing these records to public view, after being largely invisible
for 75 years. They will not be cherry picked. so every page that can be scanned, will be
scanned. The project will also conserve the archive which is fragile, and by scanning in
colour at 600 dpi the project should mean that the originals need not to be handled in future.

The Society is forward thinking, outgoing. and progressive and we want to see philatelists
who share our objectives become members. Applicants must be aged 18 or over, we accept
philatelic dealers and auctioneers, and you don’t need to be invited to join. If you are interested
in becoming a member, we can find other members to act as your proposer and seconder. It
is not necessary for a prospective member to be an advanced philatelist, simply to believe in
the pursuit of excellence and in the furtherance of the objects of the Society, and of philately.

Our extensive collection of over 11,000 auction catalogues includes named and general sales
from more than 250 auction houses, is also now available. These date back to 1872, with not
only British sales but with strength in European and North American auction houses. The data
for each catalogue includes the name of the auction house. the location of the auction and the
date. The names of vendors and the subject-matter of the sales are included in many instances.

We hold stamp catalogues published by Stanley Gibbons in a nearly complete range from the early
1900stogether with goodrunsofotherinternationally recognised catalogues published abroad. 2,250
are listed on the Internet and are available for research ranging from 1862 with J.B. Moens’ Manze!
du collectioneur de Timbre-Poste to the present day. Equally, exhibition literature produced by the
organisers of all majorinternational, UK national and other specialist meetings, frequently including
philatelic information and articles not available elsewhere, are gradually being listed. These are
interspersed with records of other events. The earliest is from the Ausstellung der Postwertzeichen
in Vienna, Austria, from 13-20 November 1881, and the latest accession is from London 2010.

Our journal, The London Philatelist has appeared without break since January 1892. Over
the past 118 years, a wealth of advanced philatelic knowledge has been printed in its 33,000
pages. It covers the whole world’s philately and postal history and tries to publish only fresh
articles, often the work of a member who has given a display to the Society, with half of its
output fairly described as wholly original work. This is also available digitally: on the website.
on CD. and DVD. Individual.issues can be downloaded from the website for a small fee, but at
half price for members. All of these can be searched for any text that has appeared since 1892.

During the project, several new opportunities have presented themselves. The Creeke Index
is a listing of the philatelic articles and reports appearing either in the English language press
or in Le Timbre-Poste up to the end of 1928. The index uses a complex coding system. Use
of modern technology has helped to unscramble it. with 22 countries completed so far. These
listings from the early literature are also progressively finding their way into the Catalogue.

A chance conversation gave us a new objective; that of creating a single index of all specialist
society journals. This began with the realisation that our own collection of journals is effectively
closed without a searchable journal, unless the researcher has both time and patience, and the
ability to visit the Society. This super-index promotes cross-disciplinary research and helps to
unlock information buried in active and in closed journals, Over 70 Societies have generously
donated their indexes with over 250.000 lines of data so far. These have been restructured and
uploaded to the Catalogue and can be freely searched, We are seekin £ new societies to join us:
target, half a million entries by Christmas 2011,

Our Museum has had all of its artefacts professionally photographed including items such

as dandy rolls. lithographic plates, dies, transfer rollers, letter scales and many other three
dimensional objects. Eventually these will be added to the RPSL Catalogue, but first searchable
data needs to be attached to each item.

The Society’s archive contains 700 handouts provided by displayers at meetings since 1918
ranging from single sheets of paper listing the items on display to extensive publications

The Royal Philatelic Society London, established in 1869 as The Philatelic Society, London, is
the oldest philatelic society in the world. We became ‘Royal' when His Majesty King Edward VII
granted the privilege in 1906, ten years after his son, HRH The Duke of York. became President of
the Society. When the Duke became King George V in 1910 he continued to act as our Patron and
in 1924 granted the Society permission to use the Royal Arms on its stationery and publications.

The RPSL exists to promote the advancement of the science and practice of philately. to inform
members of the Society on matters affecting any of its objects. to assist and carry out philatelic
research, and to print, publish and issue papers, periodicals. books, circulars in support of its objects.
It can hold, or assist with international, or other philatelic exhibitions in the UK or elsewhere. and
offer and award prizes, medals or other recognition in connection with exhibitions or for any literary
work connected with philately. Finally it exists to establish and maintain a library and collections
of stamps, designs, proofs, essays and other articles of interest relating to any of its objects.

We may be venerable, we are proud of our expertise. and we strive for excellence. but we
are not stuffy, and welcome philatelists from all walks of life from the very wealthy to
those of modest means. We are heading rapidly towards our 2,000th member. Over the past
cighteen months we have begun to deal more effectively with the needs of our members
overseas, those in the United Kingdom who live far away, or those who are housebound.

This programme. known as the RPSL Catalogue, or the “Digital Royal’, will comprehensively
list our philatelic records and artefacts and make these available via the internet over the coming
years. The system was officially launched at London 2010 in May, and can now be seen at
www.rpsl.org.uk. Access to some records is restricted to members only, but in support of our
charitable status, many are publicly available.

The library contains many specialist volumes and limited editions, and the RPSL Catalogue
now includes all books held at 41 Devonshire Place with more than 12,500 volumes
listed. We receive copies of up to 300 periodicals each year with 2,400 titles held, the
earliest dating from 1879. Maintaining a record of these is an immense task, and the
Librarian, lan Crane, has made available a record of these holdings for the Catalogue.
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Since 1982 I have identified five letters that originated in Jerusalem, two of which are shown
below, as is the only letter that originated in Haifa in 1849, from the former collection of
Edmond Tolkovsky of Antwerp. which he described as, “the only pre-stamp letter from Haifa”,

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The “Santelli & Micciarelli’” Post (1846-1852)

When the French Post opened in Beirut in
November 1845, two residents of the city,
Corsican-born Frenchman Mr. Antoine-
Louis Santelli and Mr. T.V, Micciarelli, a
refugee of Italian or Austrian descent under
French patronage, decided to establish a
Postal Service' operating back and forth
between Beirut and Jerusalem. The route
went from Beirut through Sidon, Tyre, Acre,
Haifa, Jaffa, Ramla and finally to Jerusalem.
Public Post was established in Jerusalem in
1846, managed by a Maltese citizen named
Tortorici, with representatives appointed in
the other cities. The Postal Service came
under the patronage of the French Consuls in
each of the various cities and was linked to
the French Post in Beirut.

The Postal couriers would leave Beirut
after the arrival of the packets belonging to
the French Post Shipping Company (Les

forwarding the French Post shipment to the
various towns on their itinerary. The post
was delivered on foot by Arabs. Return Post
was sent from Jerusalem based on the sailing
schedule of the French Post packets from
Beirut. Santelli and Micciarelli set guidelines
and postal rates for letters, newspapers and
pages of sheet music.

With the opening of the French Post in Beirut
in November 1845, the French Consul to
Jerusalem cancelled the existing messenger
service to Cairo and instead created a
messenger service to Beirut. Beginning in
April or May of 1846, the Consul began
sending shipments of letters via the Santelli
and Micciarelli Post.

When French Post packets inaugurated

an ocean route to Jaffa on 20 July 1852,
Antoine-Louis Santelli was appointed

as the French Post’s agent in Jaffa. He
subsequently severed the partnership with
Miceiarelli, cancelled the postal service
between Jerusalem and Beirut and linked
the Jerusalem Post to that in Jaffa. Charles
Guarmani, an [talian subject, was appointed
to manage the French Post of Jerusalem.

The Jerusalem-Beirut French Post operated
for more than six years, from 1846 to 1852,
It is important to note that this post used

no postmarl, thus philatelists who came in
contact with letters delivered by this Post

did not identify its existence. Discovery of
the Santelli & Micciarelli Post was made
possible in 1982 through archived documents
from that period. Letters delivered via this
Post are identified based on the dates on the
letters. the French Post postmark date and the
sailing dates of the French Post packets that
docked in Beirut.
