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THE GERLE CIRCUM —
MEDITERRAN FLIGHT

Dr. Gyorgy Lévei

In 19868 a 10 Ft stamp was issued
Hungary with the photo of the Gerle
13 airplane. (Mi. 39867).

This sport biplane became famous
after finishing a round trip in the
Mediterranean  countries  from
19.02.1933 to 24.03.1933
covering 12.258 km. This distance
was a world record as the time spent in
air too (100 hours).

The round trip played an important
role in the history of the Hungarian
aviation: The Justice for Hungary
Lockheed Sirius Plane (Mi. 535-536)
flew without stop over from Harbour
Grace, New Foundland to Bicske,
Hungary, 3.200 miles. Antal Banhidy
played an important role in this flight
too: he was an expert of the flight. The
plane ended in a great catastrophe:
Gyorgy Endresz flying to the congress
of the transatlantic pilots in 1932
died in a crash near Rome.

Bothflights have philatelic aspects,
for us the more interesting is the post
of Gerle flight.

The HungarianPostin 1933 issueda
decree on 17 February, 1933 declaring

a new postal rate. Only postcards
were accepted on the plane and 72
f was the special postal rate to any
stopover of the flight. The postcards
were collected at the Post Office 72 (it
is an even today functioning post office
at Eastern Railway Station Budapest),
72 f was the postal rate for a max. 20
gr letter to Tripoli, 70 f was the postal
rate to Palestine (Figure 1). According
to the decree the postcards could have
been posted to this post office, but
practically we know postcards sent
only from Post Office 72, no postcards
from county towns. Budapest 72 used
the Air Mail cancellation (Légiposta).
The decree mentioned that a special
cancellation will be used. The plane will
fly to Oran, Tripoli, Jerusalem, Athen,
Rome. (Figures 2, 3, 4)

In March an additional decree was
published on 16.03.1933 saying
that the postcards with local stamps
sent from the above mentioned towns
must be considered perfect and has
to be delivered without asking any
additional fee. (Practically no air mail
fee was collected from the addressee.)

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Jénos Orvés, (1898-1972) the
famous aerophilatelist and editor
in chief of the newspaper Filatéliai
Kurir issued a three-color (black, blue,
and green) vignette with Hungarian
and English text “First Hungarian
Mediterranean Circular Flight”, Bisits,
Banhidy (the name of the two pilots),
and immatriculation number of Gerle.

Mr. Orvés prepared and addressed
personally several postcards to
the following towns: Oran, Tripoli,
Jerusalem, Athens, Rome. The humber
of the postcards totally delivered
by the plane was 550 to Oran, 550
Tripoli, 650 to Jerusalem, 550 Athen,
600 Rome. The figures are known from
a Postai Atadé Jegyzék (postal hand-
over list) signed by pilot Tibor Bisits
and cancelled on 18.02.1933 (one
day before departure).” The Filatéliai
Kurir mentions only 618 postcards
from Budapest and 1002 for the
return flight.

The plane reached the above
mentioned towns after several interim
stops: Oran 28.02.1932 departed
01.03. Tripoli 03.03. departed
05.03, Gazah airport - (Jerusalem)

10.03. departed 12.03. Athens
17.03. departed 18.03., Rome
19.03. and departed to Hungary on
21.03.1932 and landed in Budapest
on 24.03.1933. The plane landed, in
Gaza as this town had airport while
Jerusalem had no airport. Even so the
postcards were cancelled with arrival
cancellation of Jerusalem.

The postal service prepared a lilac
deltoid cancellation too with the
same text and showing the airplane
and a ship with the date 1933.II-lll
and an arrival cancellation showing
the Heroes’ Square in Budapest in
green color with the returning date
24.03.1933. (see on Figures 1, 5, 6)

The vignette was affixed on
postcards sent by Mr Orvés only.

The Budapesti Hirlap leading
newspaper issued a special postcard
with the name Bisits and Banhidy and
HA.AAL “Gerle” (the 5 letters is the
abbreviation of the Hungarian air plane
register number).(the postcard is
published in the Philatelica article too).

Return post caused a great
problem, as the pilots wanted to post
the early prepared postcards cancelled
by the local post offices with arrival
cancellation and delivered back by the
airplane. In Oran, Tripoli, Rome they
had no problems, so they bought local
stamps and the cancelled postcards

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in a postbag were delivered by them to
home. In Jerusalem and in Athen they
bought some postcards with local
stamps and only these postcards were
brought back to Budapest by the plane
and later signed by them. (Figures 8,
9) Some of them were addressed to
Mr. Bisits, the pilote.

The rest were cancelled later in
Jerusalem and in Athen and were
sent as ordinary air mail postcards
to Budapest. In both town local post
office used a special cancellation
too: “Despatched after departure of
the plane “GERLE 13" in Jerusalem
in English, while in French and Greek
language in Athen. (Remise 4 la poste
aprés la departure de Gerle). These
postcards from Athen and Jerusalem
arrived only on 14.06.1933 and
two arrival cancellations were used
in Budapest: regular circular air mail
cancellation of Budapest 72 Post
Office and Arrived by air mail “one line”
cancellation. (Figures 6, 7)

| show an exception postcard too:
one postcard was sent to Lucenec,
Slovakia to Dr. Julius Vida (famous
aero-philatelist, member of several
air mail collectors’ club) without the
special cancellation - it means not by
air. (Figure 5)

Gerle flew over the pyramids too
and our famous Africa researcher

Count Laszlé Almasy (Mi.4306) who
worked in that time in Cairo, took
photos on its flight.

The plane was waited and greeted
by a great mass, thousands of people,
asthepilots were the celebrities of the
fourth decade of the 20th Century.

Antal Banhidy used later Gerle 13
for scientific purposes too. He flew
15.000 km over South America in
1937.Heholdlater lectures about his
trip and he offered their income to the
Postal Air Association in order to buy
anew airplane.

We have to speak about the
literature of the Gerle trip: Victor G.
Berecz, Jr. issued a book The pioneer
Period of Hungarian air mail (published
by The American Air Mail Society,
1996. 5-25-28) and Nagy Ferenc:
Az elsd magyar interkontinentalis
légipostajarat (in: Philatelica 1983/1
Budapest, MABE0SZ).

The postcards are not too
expensive, you can buy them rather
often onthe Hungarian stamp auctions
at a relatively low price, except the
postcards delivered from Athen or
Jerusalem by Gerle itself. Their price is
rather high. (Figures 6, 7)

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SOME NOTES ABOUT BENJAMIN

OF TUDELA

Doctor Eng. Fernando Aranaz del Rio
Honorary President of the Spanish Federation of Philatelic Societies

Tudela is a city of the old Kingdom of
Navarre, on banks of the Ebro river,
which in the second half of the 12
century, afterits final conquest to the
Arabs in 1119, was ruled by Sancho VI
“the wise” (1133-1194).

In those days, as it was the case in
many other Spanish cities, coexisted
peacefully Christian communities, with
Jewish and Arabs.

In this context was born, around
1130-1135, a certainly peculiar
character: Benjamin ben Yonah, later
well known as Benjamin of Tudela.

We know little of his life. He was son
of Rabbi Yonah and man of wide culture:
in history and languages, as known in
addition to Castilian (Spanish), Latin,
Greek, Hebrew, Arabic and Aramaic.

But what has given fame to
Benjamin ben Yonah has been his
travel throughout the Mediterranean
area, reaching what we know today as
Syria, Lebanon, Israel and Egypt, and
across to Mesopotamia (Bagdad and
Basora).

There are no exact dates of his trip.

Could fix is the exit to end of 1165

or beginning of 1166. From Tudela,

continued River Ebro along, passing
through Zaragoza, Tortosa, Tarragona,

Barcelona and Narbonne, touring

throughout the South coast of France,

before crossing by boat from Marseille
to Genoa.

The return from Sicily Island,
probably took him to a port of the
Spanish east coast, and from here to
Tudela (birthplace) about 1170. In
total, more than five years.

What has given celebrity to the
figure of Benjamin of Tudela is his
famous Book of Travel, (Séfer-masaot),
where collects its vicissitudes and
experiences of this travel, written in
Hebrew.

Benjamin of Tudela passes review
along the pages of his book mainly:

a) the Jews and their situation social,
economic, political and cultural,

b) the broad lines of policy in and
betweenthe powers of the Christian
Western world and Islamic Eastern
area, and

The Book of Travel contains a
varied and valuable information
geographical, historical, demographic,
economic, religious, ethnographic, and
political, which makes it a privileged
documentary source when it comes to
know the past of the Mediterranean
Jewish communities, Holy Land and
Middle East, if not also of the peoples
and nations of those latitudes during
the second half of the XIl century.

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In the book “Sefer Yuhasin”, of
Abraham ben Zacut (Salamanca,
1452-Damascus, towards 1515),
complete history of the Jewish from
their origins until beginning of the
century XVI, initiated in Portugal,
continued in Spain and concluded
in Tunisia towards 1510, appears
mentioned Benjamin of Tudela, and it
is said that he died in the year 1173,
probably in Tudela.

The Book of Travel of Benjamin
of Tudela soon spread in European
Judaism cultured environments. Soon
have copies were written and no doubt
that allies materials were added.

Three  complete manuscripts
are known: in the British Museum of
London, of end of the XIl century or
beginning of the XIll century; in the
Casanatense Library of Rome, 1430;
and in the collection Epstein in Vienna,
at the end of the 15th century, and in
addition two incomplete texts in the
Bodleian Library of Oxford.

The first printed edition of the
Hebrew text was made in Istanbul in
1543, and the second in Ferrara in
1556,

The Spanish Benito Arias Montano
performs the first translation of the
Hebrew to the Latin, that is published
in Antwerp, in 1575, and of which
derived all them translations later.
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Today, Tudela is a city belonging
to the “Comunidad Foral de Navarra”.
Although it has about 40,000
inhabitants, it acts as economic
and commercial centre of a big area,
“Ribera de Navarra”, providing services
to apopulation of more than 100,000
inhabitants.

Tudela is a large industrial and
agricultural center. The production
of asparagus, artichokes, “buds”
(lettuce), tomatoes,... is highly
demanded in the markets.

Benjamin of Tudela is a well-known
and appreciated in Spain, mainly in
Navarre. In Pamplona, the capital, and
also in Tudela, there is a street with
this name.

In the Jewish quarter of Tudela,

the Rotary Club of Tudela donated a
statue with his alleged effigy.
In Tudela also bear his name an

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Institute of secondary education (high
school) and a sports complex.

For some years the city of Tudela,
in Spain, is twinned with Tiberias, in
Israel.

The Government of the Community
Foral of Navarra and the newspaper
“Diario de Navarra” have released
recent editions of the Book of Travel of
Benjamin of Tudela.

Also the Municipality of Tudela,
within the program “Routes of
Sefarad”, in 2012, has reprinted a
“comic”, (36 pages), that was initially
published in Mexico in 1996, about the
travels of Benjamin of Tudela.

Finally note that the Spanish
Post has also dedicated a stamp to
Benjamin of Tudela. Was the 23 of
November of 1998, within the program
“Routes of Sepharad”.

Eight stamps were issued (four in
1997 and four in 1998) dedicated
to the main Spanish Jewish quarters:
Caceres, Cordoba, Gerona, Hervas

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MENDEL KREMER: PHARMACIST,
AGENT, CORRESPONDENT, SOLDIER, SPY

It is always exciting to find a cover or a
postcard written by somebody whose
name is well known or mentioned in a
book or on the worldwide web. Then one
is very motivated to learn more about
the sender. That's what happened to me

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when | checked a German postal card
from 1904. | had bought it long time
ago, but never paid attention to the
sender or recipient (Figures 1 and 2).
The card has a face value of 20
para, was issued by the German post
offices in Turkey in October 1900, and
was valid until December 31, 1905
(design: German REICHSPOST). It has
a “JERUSALEM *26/1 04 DEUTSCHE
POST” postmark which was in use all

the time the German post office in
Jerusalem existed (March 1, 1900 to
September 30, 1914). The card was
addressed to Germany and arrived 12
days later in Frankfurt. More about the
message and recipient follows later on.

The sender was Mendel Kremer
(Figure 3) and both sides of the card
have different rubber stamps with his
name, location and business.

The rubber stamp on the front is
in French and the stamp on reverse is
a mixture of German and French. The

Mendel Kremer was born in Minsk in
the 1860s and moved with his family
to Palestine in 1873. He opened a
pharmacy in Mea Shearim in Jerusalem
in 18690.

It seems very likely that he was an
agent for the Turkish authorities and
later on for the British. Kremer was
considered a hated “moser” (Yiddish/
Hebrew: informer) who turned over his
co-religionists to the authorities.

In his diary Theodor Herzl mentioned
Kremer twice (Zionist Diary 1895/99,
Volume 6, page 690/694). The first
note is written on November 2, 1898,
when Herzl met the German emperor:
“Man wollte uns jetzt wieder nicht zum
Gitter hinauslassen. Aber drauf3en
standderGeheimpolizist undangebliche



Zionist Mendel Kriamer, der uns seit
Jaffa begleitet - mir scheint im Auftrag
der tiirkischen Regierung - und liel3 uns
Sffrnen” (They did not want to leave us
the fenced area but outside there was
the secret agent and supposed zionist
Mendel Kramer who is accompanying
us since Jaffa - | guess by order of the
Turkish government - and let us leave).

Herzl noted that Kremer was a
member of the secret police, an alleged
Zionist but working for the Turkish
authorities. Further he wrote that
Kremer is writing letters for the weekly
magazine “Hashkafah” published by
Ben Yehuda since 1697.

Herzl's second notation is dated
November 5, 1898, when he traveled
from Jaffa to Alexandria on the small
British freighter “Dundee” with his
delegation  (Isidor  Bodenheimer,
Moses Schnirer, Joseph Seidener
and David Wolffsohn). He noted: “Ich
selbst blieb schon auf dem Schiffe,
auBlerhalb des Bereichs der Mendel
Krdmer und aller anderen Leute, die
mir aus guter oder béser Absicht
Schwierigkeiten bei der tirkischen
MiBBregierung bereiten konnten — und
das bedrohte Judentum zu retten,
um 30 Silberlinge zu verdienen, um
sich bei einem Fascha oder Rothschild
einen Stein ins Brett zu legen, ab April
1916.” (1 stayed aboard out of range

/ otere : :
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for Mendel Kramer and all the people
who could have made me problems in
positive or negative sense towards
the Turkish disagreeable government -
to save the threatened Jewry, to earn
30 pieces of silver, to be in a pascha’s
or Rothschild’s good favor).

It is known that Kremer wrote
for the newspaper “Ha Herut” and
occasionally for other Zionist papers.
He presumably also spoke Ottoman
Turkish, if not Arabic as well. In fact
Kremer became one of “Ha Herut's”
main correspondents for issues
concerning Palestine’s native non-
Jewish  population. Kremer
occasionally wrote for Ben Yehuda's
“Ha Zevi” newspaper. He was known for
his articles about the Muslim boycott
of Jewish owned stores in Hebron ("Ha
Zevi” November 23, 1908 and about
the earthquake in Italy in December
1908 and Italy's  benevolent
treatment of its Jewish population
(“Ha. Zevi” January 19, 1909).

The Central Zionist Archives
(CZA), Harvard, has many 100-year-
old pictures of key events in Jewish
history in Eretz Yisrael. In several CZA
pictures, usually in the background,
stands a stout man identified as
Mendel Kremer (Figures 4-8).

Dov  Ganchovsky, an lsraeli
journalist and chronicler of Jerusalem

stories, supposed that Kremer
was a double-agent and on occasion
assisted the Jewish community.
Besides his occupation as pharmacist
he worked for some of the early Hebrew
newspapers which probably served him
well in providing information to the
Turkish authorities.

When the Turkish Pasha plotted
to kill the manager of the British-
Palestine bank, Ganchovsky wrote,
Kremer warned the manager and
smuggled him out of Jerusalem to

Jericho. Subsequently, Ganchovsky
recounted, the manager's daughter
confirmed the story. A woman claiming
to be Kremer's granddaughter also
contacted the reporter to thank him
for “saving my grandfather’s honor.”
There is at least one more positive
story about Kremer published by
a PBritish newspaper in 1937: In
August 1902 Kremer donated free
medicaments for poor and sick people
for three days on the occasion of the
coronation of Edward Il in London.

When Kremer died in 1938 the
newspaper “Davar” wrote “Jerusalem
lost one of its best known people”.
That obituary referred to Kremer's
experience with Herzl and his activities
for the Turkish and British police. Last-
hamed was present at the burial.

And what was the message and who
was the recipient of this card?

Kremer requested a price list.
The addressee was the drugstore
of Johannes Mathias Andreae in
Frankfurt, Germany, founded in 18641.

22 F 2016 D'YWI
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Andreae had bought the “Esslinger-
Haus” in Frankfurt for 27.000
Guilders from Johanna Maria Melber
who was an aunt of Johann Wolfgang
von Goethe.

In 1923 the firm became a stock
corporation and merged with Noris
Zahn & Co. GmbH, the later ANZAG.
In 2013 the company was renamed
Alliance Healthcare Deutschland.
