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NEWS FROM ISRAEL PHILATELY

UN.O STAMPS
IN ISRAEL

The Israeli stamp issued on
tlie occasion of the tenth an-
niversary of the declaration
of the rights of man, bears
{he quotation ‘Love thine near
as thou loveth thee”” This is
the first Israeli stamp bear-
ing the emblem of the UNO.

Recently the secretarial of
the UNO addressed the Isra-
eli government a new proposal
about the issue of another
stamp depicting an internatic-
nal subject. The proposal re-
fers to the “world refugees
vear” which was declared by
the UNO and began in July
this year. Israel will probably
be one of the countries issu-
ing stamps on this subject in
1959-1960.

AGRICULTURAL
SETTLEMENTS STAMPS

The philatelic service an-
nounced that after the festival
stamps for 1959 will be is-
sued three stamps dedicated
to the agricultural settlements
Deganiah, Merhaviah and Ye-
sod Hamaala,

Deganiah is one of the old-
est  agricultural  settlements,
situated in the north of Isra-
el, on the shores of the Ki-
nereth Lake, Denomination ef
the stamp—180 Pruta. The
denomination of the Merhavia
stamp will be 180 Pruta. and
the Yesod Hamaala 120 Pru-
fa.

The Deganiah and Merhayv-
ia stamps will mark the 50th
anniversary of these agricul-
tural collective settlements.

The Yesud Hamaala stamp
will mark the 75th jubilee of
this Jewish colony from the
Upper Galilee,

The tab of the Deganiah
stamp  shows the Kinnereth
lake and the near surround-
ings of Deganiah. A tab is
added to the Yesod Hamaala
stamp which depicts the design
of the Huleh lake, The Mer-
havia tab depicts the map of
the district too.

Ancther late issued stamip
will he the Eliezer Ben Yehn-
da (father of modern Hebh-
rew) stamp, marking hundred
vears of his birthday, celebra-
ted in 1958, The stamp will
probably be issued in Decem-
ber this vear.

“BASEL CASINO” STAMP
FOR
HERZL'S ANNIVERSARY

The flag of Israel was of-
ficially raised on the building
of the casino in Basel when
the first Zionist congress was
opened there in 1897. Herzl
noted in his diary: “I found-
ed the Jewish State in Basel.”
In this city was proclaimed
first, the will of the Jewish

people, for political indepen-
dence.

For the 100 year anniversa-
ry of Herzl's birthday (1860-
1960), a stamp will probably
be issued, depicting the Swiss
city. Thus, the Jewish people
will express -its feelings to-
ward the inhabitants of Bazel,
who gave good hospitality to
the representatives of the na-
tion,

The proposal to issue an
Herzl stamp was canceled, be-
cause in Israel were already
issued two such stamps.

We believe that the Basel
stamp will bea popular stamp
of Israel becausze it will em-
phasize international under-
standing and because many
philatelists collect Swiss
stamps. An “Israel-Switzer-
Jand” stamp will enrich Israeli
and Swiss collectors as well.

ACRE AND ASHKELON
ON STAMPS

At least two Israeli coast
towns, Acre and Ashkelon,
will tppear on stamps during
the present financial year.
These two towns will appear
on four air-mail stamps, ac-
cording to the announcement
of te philatelich service. Two
other stamps will depict land-
scapes from Israel, but the de-
signes are not revealed yet by
the Post authorities, for the
time being.

The four stamps are a part
of an air-mail set which has
been prepared for two years.
Designer: Friedl Stern. The
set is of ten values, and will
include a landscape from Ei-
lat too.

The post authorities will
probably issue a special Hai-
fa stamp.

The stamps for 1953 (5714) show Holy Arks

in three sypnagogues. The 20 Pruta blue stamp

shows the Holy Ark of a synagogue built in the
18th century in Veneto, Italy, which was taken
over, dismantled, shipped to Israel, and reassem-
bled piece by piece in Jerusalem by the Italian
government, when the Jewish community emigra-
ted. The 45 pruta red stamp shows the Torah
Ark in the synagogue of Petah-Tikvah, which
was built by Baron Edmund de Rothschild
and dedicated to his wife. The 200 Pruta purple
stamp depicts the Holy Ark from the synagogue
of Safed, where Kabbala, Jewish mystic philoso-
phy was taught by famous rabbis. These stamps
were issued in August 11th, 1933, and were on
until May 1954, Designer: (. Hamori.

The New Year stamp for 1934 (5715) depicts
the Biblical scouts, sent by Moses to spy out the
Land of Canaan and to bring back samples of
agricultural products. We see two men carrying
a big cluster of grapes. Designer: G. Hamori.
This stamp was issued in August 9th, 1954, and
was in sale until April 1955,

The New Year set of 1955 is designed by M.
Karoly and it shows musical instruments of bihli-

cal times. On the bottom of the sheet, there are
quotations from the Bible, about the instruments
shown. The dark, green and orange stamp—25
Pruta (two musicians playing the “Timbrel and
Cymbals") ; grey and orange—60 Pruta (man
blowing a Shofar). Blue and yellow stamp—120
Pruta (blowin the Trumpet). Issued in August
1955,
The set for the New Year Holidays for 1956
was designed by the same designer, continues the
privious one, depicting further on biblical music-
The 30 Pruta brown and hlue
stamp depicts a “Lyre”, the 50 Pruta violet an‘
vellow, a “Sistron,” the 150 pruta green and

al instruments,

orange stamp depicts a “Flute.”

In September 1957 the New Year set was is-
sued, depicting ancient Hebrew seals, and the ani-
mals shown in the seals. The 50 Pruta ochre
dark and blue shows a horse; in the 160 Pruta
green-dark and brown stamp we see a lion, and
the 300 Pruta red, dark and rose stamp depicts
a deer.

The 1959 New Year set marking the advent of
the Jewish year 5720, depicts three of the main
agricultural products of Tsrael — pomegranates,

This set continues the 1938
New Year set, showing four other agricultural
products—wheat, barley, grapes and figs. These
seven agricultural products are the seven “kinds”
with which Israel was blessed, according to the
Bihle.

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Festival Stamps in Israel

(5709—5720)

There is a tradition in Israel to mark the
autumn  holidavs—New Year (Rosh Hashana),
Day of Judgment (Yom Kippur), Feast of
Tabernacles (Succoth) and Rejoicing the Law
(Simchat Tora)—with stamps symbolizing these
holidays.

The Jewish calendar is lunar-solar, the year
being solar and the months lunar. Out of nine-
teen years, twelve have twelve months and seven
have thirteen months. The years are counted from
the creation of the world, according to the Bible,
3760 B.C.

In September 26th, 1948, the first five festival
stamps were issued in Israel, bearing the same
design, “The Flying Scroll.” They were on sale
till September 1949. The designer is J. Wallish, of
Tel Awviv. Denomination 3, 5, 10, 20, 65 Mils-
two issues of 3 and 65 mils. The “Flying Seroll”
is taken from seal impression on the handles of
jars from 700-600B.C. On the top, there is an
inscription “Lameleh” (To the King). The Bible
shows that special pottery shops were under the
control of the King. It is believed that these jars
were used for tax collecting under the form of
olive oil or wine. It is hard to say for sure what
the design on the jar represents, while it looks
very much like a scroll with wings, the words
“Flying Scroll” are a conventional description. It
is based on a vision of the prophet Zakhariah,
who, raising his eyes to the sky, saw a flying
scroll.”

In September 20th, 1949, a4 set of three stamps
with the signs of the Israel Army, Navy and Air
Force was issued. The sale was discounted in
May 31, 1950. They were designed by Shamir
Bros. of Tel Aviv and bear the inscription “Jov-

The festival stamps for the New Year 5711
appeared on August 1950 and they were on sale
until December same. They are bi-coloured and
designed by Levin-Epstein Ltd, Bai-Yam. The
inscription on the tail's design is taken from the

prophet Nahum (1I-1) “lehuda, celebrate Thine
festivity...."”
In 1951 (5712) the stamps were designed by

Wind-Struski  (“Rejoicing the Law” stamps—40
Pruta with the Scrolls of Law; the New Year
stamp—>3 Pruta, showing a pair of pigeons and
bearing the inscription “Joyous Holidays”)—and
by Prof. Kara of Jaffa (Feast of Tabernacles
stamps—15 Pruta. The girl in the stamp dress-
ed in garments taken from the Second Temple
style, carries the traditional offerings to the
Temple). These stamps were on sale untill March
1952 (issued September 16th, 1951). Most in-
teresting are the stamps from the festival set of
1952, illustrating passages from the Song of
Songs. Solomon, the wise king, son of David,
built the Temple in Jerusalem, which was dedica-
ted 3000 wvears ago, on a Succoth festival, The
stamp in green and yellow of 15 Pruta, shows
figs and referes to verse 13 chapter Il of Song
of Songs: “The fig tree putteth forth her green
figs....” The Rose of Sharon appears on the
40 Pruta violet, blue and yellow stamp. The 110
Pruta stamp (red and grey) shows a dove and

referse to the song “Oh my dove The 220

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INAUGURATION OF THE
Jerusalem
PHILATELIC MUSEUM

The inauguration of the Jerusalem Phila-
telic Museum will take place on October
20th, 1959. The foundation of the museum
was first suggested by the lsrael philatelic
columnist, Mr. B. A. Barkai,

This museum will be the first and only
one of its kind in the Near East. lts main
object is to serve as a centre for philatelic
research and to further the spread of
stamp-collecting as a world-wide hobby :

The museum will be formally inaugurated
by the Mayor of Jerusalem, Mr. Gershon
Agron, in the presence of the Minister of
Posts, Mr. Israel Barzilai.

The Board of Directors of the museum
that the institution wil be
open to world membership, The member-
ship fee for six months is $3 (or its equi-
valent in any other currency). This will
entitle members to receive philatelic litera-
ture at reduced rates as well as the autho-
rized addresses of Israeli collectors for
stamp exchange purposes. Members will
also be eligible for trips to Isrtel at re-
duced prices, and to take part in annual
competitions at which prizes will he award-
ed for outstanding collections,

has announced

The management of the museum has al-
ready started on the preparations for a
World Quiz on lsrael stamps, which will
take place in 1960 and will be open to all
members of the museum,

Dr. Moshe Ofir is the president of the
museum and its curator is Mr. Otto Hoff-
mann.

The museum's address is: P.O.B. 1244,
Jerusalem, Israel,
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A commemorative stamp
marking the tenth anmiversary
of the civil aviation in Israel
was issued in July 22nd, this
vear. (“El-Al” & “Arkia’).

The E.D.C. were sent on
the day of issue to twelve
towns in Europe and Ameri-
ca, related by “EI-Al" service.
The twons are: Paris, Lon-
don, Istanbul, New York,
Rome, Wienna, Munich, Zu-
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rich, Johannesburg, Brussels,
Amsterdam and Athens.

The so-called “towns” must

be not larger than Rehowot!
“Arkia” sent F.D.C. to four
Israeli towns: Eilat, Naha-
riya, Mahanaim and Beer-
Sheba, On every cover there
are characteristic emblems
from these towns.
