1) Between two Postal Authorities

The cover shown in Fig. 1 was properly franked with a 10 mils Mandate stamp on the
28th April 1948 - the last week for Mandate postal operations in Haifa.

As the P.O.Box 677 did no longer belong to the addressee - see hand inscription on
front in Hebrew "Left". the cover was returned to the sender already during the Israel
period with a request for a tax of 20 mils as the initial 10 mils paid were not
recognized by the Isracli Post (Boxed "To Pay 20 Mils" and hand inscription on
reverse "T 20"). It is assumed that Barclays Bank refused to pay the tax as it claimed
that the required postage was paid in April 1948,

The 2 Israeli 1st Postage Due 10 mils stamps (2xJ3) were cancelled Haifa 22.6.1948
annulled with the large Mandate device "Tax not Collected - Fresh Label Required",

2) Ist Postage Dues - "Top of the Pile" Returned mail cover,

It is a well known fact that Institutions in Palestine used to sent request for donations
from Jews living abroad. This bulk mail was generally sent as Printed-Matter with a
notation " Return Postage Guaranteed",

Fig. 2 depicts both sides of a Printed-Matter cover sent from the "United Aged Home"
in Jerusalem on August 1949 to Quebec, Canada. As the addressee was not found the
undelivered cover was returned from the Montreal "Dead Letter Office" (boxed large
cachet) to Israel.

As many covers were returned by the Israel Post to various institutions, they were
packed in piles and the Return Delivery Postage taxed with Postage Due stamps
affixed only on the top cover(1).This cover bears 10! 50 mils Postage Due stamps
(10xJ5) all tied by Jerusalem 1949 postmarks. It was, probably, the top cover of a
pile of 50 returned covers each taxed for 10 mils. (The Returned Delivery Postage was
equal to the regular Postage rate).

Up to Date this is the highest recorded Returned Delivery Postage with Ist Postage
Dues.

The same above described procedure is shown also on the 1950 cover in fig. 3. This is
a Commercial bank Printed-Matter cover originally franked 5 pr. (Sc. 18) of the 1949
2nd Coins issue. As the addressee was not found (hand inscription on reverse) it was
returned to the sender. Again, this is the "Top of the Pile cover". The pile consisted of
44 returned items as per hand notation on front and the boxed cachet "To pay 220
mils". The Return Delivery Postage was collected by 2nd Postage Dues 20 pr + 4x50
pr.

3) 1st Festivals Stamp Used As Postage Dues
Fig. 4 depicts a domestic cover sent on the 28th October 1948 from Jerusalem to

Haifa, franked only 10 pr. (rate changed on the Ist Oct. from 10 pr.to 15 pr.) with 1st
Festivals 5 pr. pair 2x#11). The cover was marked "T" in Jerusalem (Mandate device)



and "10 mils" - taxed upon arrival in Haifa on Ist Nov, 1948 with a 1st Festiva 10
pr.(#12) tied by Haifa postmark and a blue crayon "T".

This is the only recorded example of a 1st Festival Commemorative stamp used as
Postage Dues.

4) 2nd and 3rd Postage Dues Mixed Franking

As discussed in another article (2) the 2nd and 3rd Postage Due issues were used in rare
cases, simultaneously, during 12/1952 and 1/1953.

Fig.5 depicts both sides of an air-mail cover sent from Canada to Jerusalem on 1/
1953. As originally underfranked it was marked in Ontario "T 300" and "To Pay 995
mils" in Israel (hoxed cachet in Hebrew). Tax was collected with 95 pr. of 2nd P. Dues
(5 pr +3x30 pr.) +900 pr. of 3rd P. Dues (50 pr. + 100 pr. +3x250 pr.) all tied by
Jerusalem 14.1.1953 postmarks.

This is the highest recorded "Mixed Franking" of this type.
5)Definitive Stamps used as Postage Dues,

Fig.6 shows a 1953 air-mail cover from Massachussets to the Israel Philatelic Club in
Tel-Aviv. As usual with covers that contained valuables (banknotes, stamps ete.) it
was subject to Compulsory Registration by the censor. It bears on the front a boxed
cachet "Compulsory Registration to pay 80 pr" and a Tel- Aviv registration label No.
06556. The tax was collected by 2 stamps of the 3rd Coins issue 20+60 pr.(Sc 56+60)
affixed on reverse and tied by Tel-Aviv postmarks 11.11.53,

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Soviet Posts in Bukovina and Bessarabia 28 June 1940 - 5 July 1941
M. Shmueli

In 1918 the Kingdom of Roumania occupied the formerly Russian province of
Bessarabia and annexed the area including the formerly Austro - Hungarian province
of Bucovina.

On 25 June 1940, Roumania was asked by the Soviet Union to give back the
territories of Bukovina and Bessarabia. The reason for this demand was. on the one
hand, the existence of a large Ukrainian population, and on the other hand, because
the Soviet Union needed this territory to complete the unification of the Ukraine.

Under pressure from Germany the Soviet Union agreed to be satisfied with the
northern part of Bukovina, with its main city of Cernauti (Czernowits), together with
Bessarabia. On 28 June 1940 the Red Army entered the territories of Bessarabia and
Northern Bukovina, annexing them to the Soviet Union. The northern county of
Bessarabia (Hotin) was incorporated in Northern Bukovina, the unified territory
being renamed 'Chernovitsy Province'.

By a decree of the supreme Soviet on 2 August 1940, Bessarabia was united with
certain adjoining parts of the Soviet Union to form the Moldavian SSR. Northern
Bukovina with the Khotinsk, Akkerman and Ismail districts of Bessarabia were
annexed to the Ukrainian SSR. Soviet postage stamps were thereupon introduced.
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Philatelic material from this period is very rare and interesting.

There follows a list of the cachets contained in my collection: Bolgrad "a", Bolgrad

"p", Kiliya "b", Bendery, Kishinev, Chisenau (Kishinev), Cernauti 2, Tchernovitsi,

Tchernovitsi "a", "b", "g", Khotin, etc.

Roumania joined Nazi Germany in the attack on the USSR on 22 June 1941. The
Roumanian army reentered Cernauti on 5 July 1941, and the Roumania Post Office
took over operations.

Material from this period is very rare in western countries.
