In the narrow
inscription at the bottom of the stamp, the
upper part of the letter is broken. 'l'he
flaw is clearly visible even without the use
of a magnifying glass, This variety has been
made available by us to our members, who
may obtain if, at our September meetings,
from the treasurer, at face value (220 pr).

T containing 25 stamps, in two Tows.

1o sheet consists of seven panes, each

There iz one row of four panes and another

of three, with spaces between them. his

arrangement was meant to avoid displacement

of the paper during the actual printing process

and to ensure a perforation as straight as
possible.

The comb started at the fourth row under-
neath the plate number and perforated the
sheet horiwentally all the way through. This
perforation scheme resulted in four post-office
panes of different perforations: A AN

3 panes marked "O".

2 panes. marked "U”.

1 pene marked 7L

1 pane marked _j

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NEW ISRAEL ISSUES

The 3 new comimemorative postage stamps
issued in honour of the New Year 5714,
designed by G. Hamori, consist of the
following denominations: 20 pruta, blue, Holy
Atk, Jerusalem; 45 pruta, red, Holy Ark, Hetah
Tikva; 200 pruta, purple, Holy Azk, Safed.
This is the sixth special issue of Festival

Stamps, The motifs for this year’s issue are the
Holy Arks of three Israel Synagogues. 'I'he
Ark depicted on the 20 pruta stamp was
located in the 17th century Barogue Synagogue
which originally stood in Conegliano Veneio 1n
Ttaly and was brought to Jerusalem in 1Y52.

The stamps are printed by the Government
Printing Office, Hakirya, in photogravure on
paper bearing the multiple watermark “Israel”.

“"A commemorative postage stamip on the
oceasion of the Fourth Maccabiah which will
e held in Isracl from September 20th to
September 29th, 1953. (see cover.) -

The stamip of the denomination of 110 pruta
is. bi-coloured, blue and dark brown, It has
been designed by Messrs. Wind-Struski, Llel-
Aviv, and bears a symbolic design, a hand
raising a ball whose upper half represents
the Globe. The design is based on. the official
emblem of the Maccabiah.

The stamp is printed by Messts. Lewin-
Epstein, Bat Yam, in  photolitography on un-
watermarked paper, Date of issue: beptember
20th, 1953.

Another stamp will appear on the
oeccasion . of the Conguest of the Desert Exhibi-
tien which will be held in Jerusalem from
September 22nd te October 14th, 1853,

The stamp of the denomination of I
pruta is multi-coloured, ochre, red, pink, gresn
and black. Drawn by Abram Games, London,
it bears a symbolic design, a rose blooming
in the desert, based on the official efriblem
of the Exhibition. Date of issue: September
22nd, 1953. (For illustration — s=ee our last
month's cover).

--The greatest of Maimonides® works '“I'he
Guide of the Perplexed”, published in 118,
was designed;, ag the author states, for “thin-
kers whose studies have brougnt them nto
collision with religion, and for those who bave
studied philosophy 2nd have acquired sound
knowledge, and who, while firm in religious
matter, are perplexed and  bewildered: on
account of the ambiguous and Figuralive ex-
pressions: in- the hely writings”. The objeet of
the “Guide”, as of his other works; is to unify
reason and faith which he beliewed laught one
truth. He attempis to harmonize Judaism: with
philolsophy ; te reconcile the Bible and e
Talmud with Aristotle. )
In 1181 he published the “ireatise on

Resurrection” in which he reiterated nis beler™

in bedily resurrection, and in 1194, a reply
to a request for hig opinion on astrology, he
issued "The Letter to the Rabbis of Mar-
seilles” in which he forcefully denounces’ super:
stitious thoughts' and practices. On Decémber
13, 1204, Maimonides died' and was buried in
the Land of Israeél.

The influerice of Miaimonider on Jewish
thought has been most profound and lasting
He introduced’ the scientific and' rational spirit
into the study of Judaism. OF him it iz sald
"From Moses unto Mozes there arose none lije
Moses”.

What to do aboui

s Infernal Rust Siamsl

‘ By C. H. Thornion

In many parts of the tropical and sub-
tropical world where the atmosphere is highly
charged with moisture, stamps' are very liable
to be attacked by a fungoid grown which
shows in the form: of "rust spots” or foxing.
The spots do a great deal of damage to
stamps, as many collectors well know to their
cost. Either poor quality of the paper used
for certain stamps or perhaps paper containing
some chemical impurities may be responsible
for the attack which alseo occurs in the leaves
of albums unless of very high grade paper.

Some years ago a Mr. Lovejoy, of the
Natal Philatelic Society, did a great research
work investigating the possibility of removing
the spots from stamps with a preparation called
Milton &nd other similar chemicals.

This had a certain degree of success with
some stamps of fast colours, but in fugitive
colours and especially with mint stamps, one
was liable to do more damage than good—the
remedy proving worse than the disease,

In any case, stamps treated with these
nostrums are detected immediately, and con-
demned, by experts, so it is unwise to wy
this doectoring of one's treasures.
PREVENTION ALWAYS BETTER THAN CURE

* But how to prevent?! We cant very well™
exiract the moisture from all the air in our
houses or even in all the rooms. No!

But I suppose most people keep their
albums in a cupboard or box and with a
modicum of care that box or cupboard can be
made fairly airtight by adjusting the lid or
door.

Then make use of dry crystals of Calcium
Chloride spread on a saucer or metal container.
Leave it there for a couple of days and you'll
be surpised to find a small pool of water
where each erystal has been. Throw out
this water, dry the saucer Completely and
replenish with more crystals. Be very careful

to see that the chemical is in the saucer. Den't
scatter it amongst your stamps and albums
or you will find both soaked with water. == **

The foregoing is within my own experience,
but now comes along my tame analyst with
the following notesi—

Calcium Chloride. White crystalling suawp-
stance. Relative drying power

Agvantage: cheapness.

Disadvantages. comparative low drying

power. Once used is finished.

-+Bilica Gel. Brownish white granules. ke-
lative power 40.

-+ Advantage: high drying power.

+ Lasts for ever—though expensive. Eas¢ ol
regeneration (place in hot oven for half an
hour). Absorbs large amount of water before
needing to be dried. Method of use—suggest
small tin box with a lid that can be elosed
down when cupboard door open, Store in a
closed glass jar after regeneration and before
using.

- Activated Alumina, Relative power 300.
Remarks as for Silical Gel except that it wil
not last quite as long.
