the ides. As a rule, the arfist is entrusted with
the graphic execution of s cerfain topic, previously
decided upon, and all he has to do is to find
the right way — or idea — of expressing the event
or motif to the best of his ability.

The contrary happened, however, at the concep-
tion of the TABIL Exhibition Sheet. When the
special issue for the International Exhibition was
first considered, Mr. R. Errel, who is known as
the designer of several fine Israel stamps and First
Day Covers, approched the Philatelic Services with
the idea of a set of four stamps which, each by
itself, would have a closed design, while all four
would also be arranged in a way to combine in
themselves another complete pattern. The idea was
a real novelty in the field of stamp designing and
readily accepted.

In search of a motif, Dr. M. Hesky, Advisor to
the Philatelic Services, remembered the famous
mosaic of the Beth-Alpha Synagogue which, years
ago, had already served as a source of Israel
postage stamps (one of the airmail stamps of 1950,
designed by Mr. Otte Wallish). This ancient house of
worship was discovered in December 1928, when
members of the Beth-Alpha settlement in the Jez-
reel Valley were digging a water channel. Accor-
ding to the late Eleazar L. Sukenik, Professor at
the Hebrew University of Jerusalem, archeologial
research reveals that the Synagogue was erected
during the second half of the 5th century C. E.
and destroyed by an earthquake in the following
century. The floor mosaic, whichs shows surprisingly
little damage, is of a somewhat later date than the
building and is of uncommon interest owing fo its
manifold motifs. The workmanship is not of the hi-
ghest quality, suggesting that the two artists whose
names survived in Greek inscriptions, were proba-
bly local craftsmen. The style of the mosaic is
strongly influenced by Greek art.

It was decided to use for the set the center
piece of the mossic, an allegorical illustration of
the sun surrounded by the twelve signs of the
Zodiac — a theme fairly common throughout the
Middle East and which reappears in at least four
other contemporary synagogues. It soon became
evident that in order to create four stamps, each
complete in its own right, it would be necessary
to give the stamps a ftriangular shape — which
would also be an unprecedented feature in Israel
stamp designing.

The matter further considered by the ministerial
committee on Official Emblems which accepted the
idea and confirmed the series. The execution of the
model was entrusted to Mr. D. Pegacz, the artist
in charge of the Stamp Department of the lIsrael
Government Printer, who undertook the laborious
task of reconstructing the ancient mosaic in its
natural colours. His “model”, which is on view at
the Exhibition, is composed of 65,400 coloured
dots, each one representing one of the stones of
the original mosaic.

The sheet consists of four stamps — 100, 200,
300 and 400 pr. — the sum of which totals 1£ 1.—
The stamps are multicoloured: chrome, orange, red,
pink, brown and black — and printed by photolito on
unwatermarked paper. The special first day cover
is sold at 150 pr. and part of the proceeds will
by allocated to the Union of Philatelic Societies in
Israel. The sheet will be available at the special post of-
fice of the Exhibition, at the Philatelic Services sales-
room and at all post offices throughout the country
from September 17 to September 23, 1957, while
first day covers bearing the sheet, complete with
tabs and cancelled with the special Exhibition
postmark are on sale on the day of issue only, at
the special Exhibition post office as well as at the
Philatelic Services and all major post offices in
Israel at the price of I1£ 1.150.

A SUCCESS STORY by M. HESKY

There are both advantages and disadvantages when you have start
something from scratch. The few men who gathered on May 3rd, 1948,
around a modest printing press in the suburb of Sarona, now Tel Aviv's
“Ha-girya”, to watch the first stamp sheet ever printed in this country
coming off the press, experienced all the disadvantages in full, but as
yet knew little about the advantages connected with their pioneer
enterprise.

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There was nothing in the country which a stamp printer considered
essential for his specialised job. No gummed paper conforming with the
conditions of security printing, no special inks, no suitable perforation
machinery—and worst of all there was not even a man in the country
who had ever before printed a postage stamp. Nevertheless, nine differ-
ent stamps ranging from 3 pruta to 1000 pruta were printed, perforated,
checked, and packed in the incredibly short period of 12 days which
included also Shabbat days on which, according to the law of the
Tora all work had to cease. In charge of the team was Abraham
Eylen, now the Government Printer.

The stamps were designed by the Tel Aviv graphic artist Otte Wallish
and depict ancient Jewish coins struck during the first and second War
of Liberation, fought against the Remans in the years 66-79 and 132-
135. At the time when these coins were brought into circulation the
Jewish Nation already used our present Hebrew Alphabet. However,
the minters of these coins, for patriotic reasons, inscribed them with the
letters of the ancient Hebrew alphabet which had been in use when the
Maccabeans, nearly three centuries earlier, struck their coins. As these
inscriptions were of the highest topical inferest, the late David Remez—
Minister of Transport and Posts under whose authority Israel’s first postage
stamps were printed—insisted on franscribing these inscriptions such as
“First Year of the Freedom of Israel’”, “Redemption of Israel”, “Jerusalem
the Holy”, into modern Hebrew characters. In the Stamps themselves
there was no place for additional wordings and | proposed therefore
to add to each stamp sheet an additional row of tablefs bearing these
inscriptions. The idea was accepted and was so popular with collectors
that it was decided to continue with “tabs’ for all further stamp issues.
Another remarkable feature of the new stamps was that they were
printed when the name of the State was either not yet decided upen
or a secret not revealed to those in charge of stamp printing. Therefore,
these stamps bear the inscription “Doar lvri“—Hebrew Post.

The Coinage Stamps and the accompanying provisional Postage Due Set
were printed by letterpress—a method of printing which is not conside-
red suitable from the point of view of security. It also offers the de-
signers little leeway from the artistic aspect. Some months prior to the
proclamation of the State, Messrs. Lewin-Epstein Ltd., a renowned offset-
printing firm, had started trials ni the field of security printing and were
prepared to undertake stamp printing.

Unfortunately, from the beginning of the War of Liberation their print-
ing premises in Bat Yam were cut off and printing could start only after
the evacuation by Arab forces of Jaffa. Already in June 1948, Messrs.
Lewin-Epstein were entrusted with the printing of four airmail stamps,

The era of postage-stamp starts with a study of the first issues, consisting
of about 1500 stamps, among them extremely rare and unique items,
like the block of twelve of the 20 paras essays; the vertical block of six
of the 2 Kr.; strip of the 5 Kr. of the first issue; a block of twelve of
the 20 paras and another of the 1 Kr., postage due, of unknown compo-
sition, proving the existence of a second plate; a complete study of plates,
consisting of twelve reconstructions, among them one of the 2 Kr., exhi-
bited for the first time at NORWEX 55, and one of the 5 Kr., for the
first time shown at FINLANDIA 56, as well as a complete plate recon-
struction of the 1 Kr. also shown at Helsinki for the first time.

The Duloz issues form a study of approx. 600 pages, including a block
of 4 of the 25 Kr. of 1865, imperforate; a block of 4 of the 25 Kr. of
1867; the 10 paras postage due of 1865 and the 25 Kr. postage due
of 1867.
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Sea posts are represented by studies on Lloyd Austriaco, D.D.5.G., the
Turkish Admiralty and two copies of the 1 Pr. and two copies of the
2 Pr., Asia Minor. A complete study of Turkish postmarks from localities
at present in independent Balkan and Middle Eastern countries is being
shown at TABIL for the first time.

LIPSCHUTZ, Michel, France
