The secret of the fascination of stamps lies in the fact that stamps connect
people, they create ties that extend beyond place and time - ties whose essence
never fades and even grows stronger as the years go by.

The secret of stamps is also the secret of Jerusalem, “the city that is united
together”. Its name arouses the sweetness of memory and like the flavor of the
stamp’s sweet glue, the city also arouses within all those who love her, a very
strong sense of connection and closeness. The city is sacred to three religions and
contains within it sharp differences and sometimes even violent confrontations. It
is varied and challenging and its magic is jointly shared by all, by all those who
revere her and seek to protect her.

How fitting is it, then, that the World Stamp Championship 2018 is taking
place here, in Jerusalem, as we mark the 50" anniversary of reunification, and
the 70" anniversary of Israel’s independence. How fitting is it, then, that the
educational message to the stamp collectors of the whole world be of connection
and of bringing people closer together.

Postal Services of the Agricultural Colonies
During The Ottoman Period

Eddie Leibu

The topic of the Postal Services of the Jewish Agricultural Colonies attracted
much philatelic attention during the years. In the philatelic sense it is a fascinating
subject of forwarded mail, offering to the collector local stamps, covers bearing
combination frankings, and special cachets of individual colonies.

The first Jewish agricultural colonies were established in the 1880s". The first
colony, Petach-Tikva (est. 1878), was soon followed by Rishon-Le-Zion, Rosh-Pina
and Zichron-Ya'acov (1882), Gedera (1884), Rehovot (1890) and Hadera (1891).
With the growing Zionist immigration by the turn of the century more colonies
were settled.

The settlers of the colonies had a vital need for reliable and efficient postal
services. This was needed for maintaining essential personal connection with the
diaspora they left, as well as for the development of economic and commercial
relations. At the turn of the century postal services were almost non-existing in
rural Ottoman Palestine. The Turkish post had offices in a number of towns, whilst
the foreign powers had post offices in the three major cities (Jaffa, Jerusalem &
Haifa) only. Since mail was not collected in or delivered to the colonies by the
post, other arrangements had to be made. Outgoing mail had to be forwarded
to the nearest town in order to be sent, and incoming mail had to be collected
there. This task was carried at first by settlers who happened to pass by in town.
Later on some of the local committees assumed this responsibility, while in other
colonies local postal officials were appointed.

The Post Offices did not turn a blind eye for long to a good prospect of
income. In 1903, the Austrian Post — considered by many the most efficient and
reliable office — reached an agreement with the settlers. This agreement gave the
settlers the privilege of free mail within each postal district (Jaffa, Jerusalem &
Caifa). In return, the settlers took upon themselves to send their mail through the
Austrian post. Mail had to be forwarded to and collected from the district office.
Austrian postal agencies were established in two of the largest colonies - Rishon-
Le'Zion and Petah-Tikva. In some of the colonies a charge was levied on courier
service. Local stamps were issued for this purpose in Peach-Tikva, Rishon-LeZion
and Hadera. The Austrian post office in Jaffa - the postal district with the vast
majority of the colonies and the population — became a clearing house for the
postage-free inter-colony mail. Such mail was brought in by the representative
of one colony, hand-stamped and later on collected by a representative of the
other colony. Mail to other postal districts as well as mail to foreign destinations
had to be fully paid, thus raising the possibility, in some of the colonies, for mail
bearing a combination of local and Austrian stamps.

The German post office followed the example of the Austrian post and opened
an agency in Rishon-Le’Zion. The Turkish post did not remain idle and established
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towards the war post offices in five of the colonies: Rishon-Le'Zion (Aiuon-Cara),
Petach-Tikva, Rehovot, Zichron-Ya'acov and Rosh-Pina.

With the outbreak of WW!I the foreign post offices had to close their doors
and the Turkish post became the sole provider of postal services. For the duration
of the war, until the British conquest of Palestine, the settlers were compelled to
use the services of the offices of the Turkish post established at the colonies or
at the nearest town.

The
only commercial item bearing this cachet.

1908: Inland concessional postage free cover to Jaffa, bearing patriotic
Jewish National Fund (JNF) “Zion” label cancelled by the Hebrew cachet
of the Austrian agency.

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1906: German Post agency violet cachet on postcard forwarded to Jaffa and
mailed to Jerusalem. As the postcard rate was 20 para it was taxed double
the deficiency (20 para=1/2 Piaster).

Turkish “Aioun-Cara”
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1908: Hebrew New-Year greeting card mailed to Constantinople at the Turkish
post in the colony “Aioun Cara” - the Turkish name of the Rishon-Le'Zion
region.

Petah-Tikva

1912: Postage free cover mailed from Petach-Tikva to the colony of Hadera,
bearing the hand-stamps of the colony and Austrian post in Jaffa.
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Petah-Tikva
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1908: Austrian post-card mailed to Berlin showing Petah-Tikva hand-stamp,
Jaffa dispatch and Berlin arrival posmarks.

Petah-Tikva
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1909: Block of the 14 para Petah-Tikva stamp
issued by the local council to cover the
expenses of the operation of the postal service
between the colony & Jaffa. Sale of the stamp
had to be stopped after about one year due

to the intervention of the Turkish authorities.

1910: Petah-Tikva local stamp, canceled by the colony’s hand-stamp, on
cover to the Anglo-Palestine Bank in Jaffa.

1910: Cover to Berlin franked by Petah-Tikva local stamp cancelled by the local
hand-stamp and Austrian Levant 1 piaster stamp cancelled in Jaffa. 4 ] °




Hadera

1913: Local 5 para label tied by Hebrew violet Hadera handstamp to post-
card to Jaffa. Label also tied by the Austria postmark of Jaffa. The local label
covered the courier service to Jaffa.

Hadera

1914: Pink bisected local 10 paras label (Hebrew “ * “ = 10] used as 5 para
on post-card to Jaffa. Hadera was part of the Jaffa Austrian postal district,
therefore the card was treated free of charge.
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Hadera

1913: Local 5 para label tied by Hebrew Hadera hand-stamp and Austrian
Jaffa postmark on post-card of the Austrian post to Berlin.

Yavne'El

1912: Inland Turkish postcard written by E. Gordon, secretary of the colony,
forwarded to Tiberias. Showing the large cachet of the colony, Turkish
cancellation of Tiberias, and Haifa transit postmark.
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Zichron Ya'acov

1912: Hebrew straight line cachet applied on Austrian statinery post-card
originating in the adjacent colony of Atlit. Zichron-Yaacov was part of the
Austrian Haifa postal district, therefore mail to Jaffa was not exempt from
postage.

Zichron Ya'acov
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1913: Small “Zicron” local cachet (upper right corner) on forwarded Austrian
post-card, mailed from Haifa to Rishon-Le’Zion




Zichron Ya'acov

1913: Violet straight line Hebrew cachet of the local committee applied on
post-card mailed at the Turkish local post-office to Tiberias. Haifa Transit
postmark.

Zichron Ya'acov
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1915: Post-card from Zichron-Ya'acov (arabic Zamarin) to Rosh-Pina franked
30 para = 20 para postal rate + 10 paras war tax. Caifa and Safed transit
postmarks.
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1914: “Post Catra” hand-stamp of the colony on postage-free post-card to Jaffa.

Gedera

1914: “Poste Catra” on Austrian stationery postcard forwarded and mailed
from Jaffa to Haifa. As Haifa was a separate district, the concession of free
mail did not apply.
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Gedera & Rehovot
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1914: Gedera postal cachet on Turkish pos-card forwarded to Rehovoth and
mailed to the U.S.A. on Sept. 27, 1914. With the outbreak of WWI the foreign
Post Offices had to close down and mail from Gedera was usually forwarded
to the near-by Turkish post office in the colony of Rehovoth.

THE FIRST ISSUE OF THE NETHERLANDS EAST INDIES 1864,
LARGEST USED BLOCK KNOWN OF THE 1864 FIRST ISSUE

The First Issue of the Netherlands East Indies (today's Indonesia) appeared on
April 01, 1864. It consisted of one denomination of 10 cents stamp, imperforate,
gummed, printed in a pane of 100 stamps, 10 rows x 10.

The display shows a used block of 50 stamps, being the largest known of the
first issue. It was used from Ngawie on February 16, 1869. The next larger block
is a used block of 15, from Batavia. Further down the line is a block of 6, used
from Buitenzorg. Thus big multiple used blocks are very rare.

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MAGNIFICENT COMBINATION FRANKING
OF
THAI OCCUPIED NORTHERN MALAYA

The former Siamese (Thai) territories of Northern Malaya states, namely, Kedah,
Perlis, Kelantan and Trengganu were officially ceded back to Thailand by the
Japanese on 18 October 1943 after formal request. Nevertheless, postal service
was still run and controlled by the Japanese.

Japanese occupation stamps were initially in use while waiting for the issue of
the Thai Occupation definitive stamps in January—March 1944. Combined usages
of Thai Occupation definitives and Japanese Occupation overprints were known
during the early stages.

Cover dated 30 May 2487 (Buddhist year equivalent to 1944 AD) franked
23 cents, paying 8c local rate plus 15c registration, for delivery from Alor Star
to Kulim, showing the combination of four Perak 2c and a Kedah 10c Japanese
Occupation overprints along with three 1c and a 2c¢ Thai Occupation definitives.

This Japanese Occupation overprint of Kedah 10c stamp was rarely seen used
during Thai Occupation.

Prior to Japanese Occupation in December 1941, stamps of the Federated
Malay States, in this case the state of Perak, were not valid in Kedah which was
an Unfederated Malay State. This cover, thus interestingly indicated the postal
unification of Malayan states which, franked together with Thai occupation stamps,
is truly magnificent.

NOTABLE “RIGHT-FOLDED" VARIETY OF THE 3RD ISSUE
CHINESE IMPERIAL REPLY-PAID CARDS

Chinese Imperial 3rd issue postal cards were printed by Shanghai Statistical Department
of Customs and Kelly & Walsh Co.. To comply with the UPU regulation, the 3rd issue
cards were printed in Green for domestic usage and issued on 1 Oct., 1907.

For regular Reply-paid cards, the message part is at the right side and is folded
at left. The “Right-folded” variety was first discovered by Mr. L.R.F. Prescott of
England, and he presented his discovery in the China Philately Society of London
in June 1975. It is believed that the “Right-folded” variety was owing to mis-cuts
made by the worker and just a few sheets had been made.

Only about a dozen used “Right-folded” cards are still extant and recorded.
After one hundred year of issuance, two unused “Right-folded” cards were newly
recorded in the 21st century.

France lost the Franco-Prussian War in 1870. The Prussians besieged Paris and
prevented the mail from getting through.

Inventors came up with rugby-ball-shaped zinc balls with little fins that the
current would carry down the Seine river to the capital where nets awaited them.
None arrived during the siege.

Some of them were found a few years and even decades later.

When opened, the ambient humidity had unstuck numerous stamps and the
finder would begin to reconstruct them, with varying degrees of success.

Among the several thousands of letters recorded, a few came from other
countries.

They are all exceptional because the domestic 1 franc postage rate had to be
in French stamps which were in principle not available abroad.

This one from Geneva, Switzerland is the most spectacular example of these
amazing and historical combinations.

The Condor 5 cents green yellow belongs to the Original Engraving - Second
Stage - 60 positions.

This deed has the oldest dates registered until today. It is the only one
known with bisected stamps.

The printing of 60 cents of the original palte was made in thick and medium
paper, with some relief, in yellow green color. Sheets of 5 rows of 12 stamps,
total 60 stamps.

Due to the worn out of the engravings, these were retouched in different
plates and thickness of papers. The color is variable, exisiting from dark green to
light green. They were also printed values of 5 cents, 10 cents.

On May 3, 1917, the "Hindenburg” left Frankfort, Germany for Lakehurst, New Jersey, U5 A with a stop
at Amsterdam, on its maiden voyage. It carried 96 passengers and 17,600 picces of mail (incloding those
posted in Holland).

As “the Hindenburg” was landing in Lakehurst. it exploded and was destroyed in aboat 34 seconds,

Nevertheless, 61 persons survived and 358 pieces of mail in variows degrees of bumed conditions were
salvaged.

The salvaged mail were forwarded to the Foreign Section of the U5 PO, Division for delivery to addressees
with each cover sealed in & wrapper and with the official seal,

Mo airship was built after this disaster and those airships existing were immediately stopped from flying

The sender writes on cover “Voie De
Smyrne/Paquebots Francais — Depart / De Jaffa Du 14 Aout”. The cover took the
“Scamandre” Steamer from Jaffa to Reyrouth to Smyrne, the “Tancrede” steamer
from Smyrne to Marseilles. The letter inside the cover is headed “Jerusalem 12
Aout 1852.

Please note that the above cover also bears the earliest date recorded for the
cursive handstamp of Jaffa.

Three letters are recorded with this Jerusalem datestamp, the latest date
being 22 Janvier 1853.
